First of all you either have to trace or
photocopy the aircraft layout page
onto thick paper or thin card. Then get
some scissors and a pot of glue
together and you're ready to go.

8) Cut tail plane i. Glue onto plane
upperside, fold tab ‘b’ in and glue onto
body underside 31-31, 32-32. Do not
glue tab ‘C’ down, Repeat this for tail
plane ii on opposite side of aircraft.

tabs and glue.

9) Assemble exhausts 33-33 and 34-34,
glue onto plane back 35-35, 36-36 and
37-37 38-38.

10) Cut out stand. Fold in half and glue
plane on top 39-39, 40-40. A card strip
should be slotted into the stand to
keep the score for each individual
aircraft.

This process looks quite complicated,
but once you've made one it becomes
almost second nature — which is pretty
lucky really, cos you've got to make
eight of them. Oh, and it might be a
good idea to use different coloured
paper for each set of four planes — for
ready identification of who's who when
you're actually playing. Oh, and never
again say that Y5 doesn't give you
something to ‘do’ on Boxing Day.
