E=MC2

| hereby claim a Trainspotter award
for your condition of erring in
judgement concerning your
preview of E-Motion in the Apnil
issue in which you stated that
Einstein's equivalence of the mass
and energy equation, E=MC2, was
formulated by him in the 1950s.
The equation appeared m his
special theory of relativity
published in 1905. This theory
explamned the

expenment of 1887 in which the
spead of ight is always

299,792 458 m/s 1 irrespective ol
the measuring body’'s moton. it
also shows that there is no
ahsnhite standard of time and that

nothing can travel faster than light
because from the equation it wouid
take an infintely massive body an
mfinite amount of energy (since
matter 15 stored energy) to reach
the speed of hight. This theory,
however, was inconsistent with
Newtonean gravity which assumes
that gravitational effects travel at
an infinite speed, ie the effect of an
alteration in the gravitational field
of one body would be
instantaneously recognised by
everything else. in 1915 Einstein
published his mfamous general
theory of relatnaty which
suggested that grawty 1snot a
force in fts assumed
understanding, but simply a
consequence of four dimensional
space-time being curved.
